We are once again on the doorstep of Spring, and the creative gardener is inspired to transform t uddy
drab | andscape into a colorful artistic mas rp
ing at first, there are several principles to help guide everyone, including the novice gardener, in develop-
ing a beautiful landscape.

The primary task is to create a plan. One must consider how they anticipate using their property what
they envision their surroundings to look like. One family might require areas for play and pets, wh
other might prefer decorative areas for entertaining or quiet contemplation. Whatever your requir nts,
there are some simple guidelines to assist you in creatingtade outdoor spaces fit your needs.

Whether creating a flower garden, a shrub bed or a combination of the two, the first issue is deter en-
vironmental factors such as hardiness zone, soil type and fertility, moisture levels, sun or shade a bil-
ity, and other variables which will dictate which plants will be suitable for your specific location. A
source for assistance with this task is your local Cornell Cooperative Extension, garden center or puta-
ble landscape consultant. Questions may also be directed to rcagrounds@rochester.rr.com.

The next step is to choose a location and a layout. Do you prefer perimeter gardens which leave of
wide-open areas, or perhaps a freestanding garden which can be viewed for many perspectives a ight
delineate distinct areas within the landscape. Whichever you choose, the layout should take eas
maintenance into consideration.

A simple way to accomplish this is to use your lawnmower to outline the garden, while eliminating harsh
angles or sharp curves which might require additional trimming.

When it comes to actually deciding what plants will go into the garden, there are myriad choices available.
Once again, one must keep a few simple principles in mind. Color and variety can provide interest
throughout the year. In addition to a rainbow of flower colors, annuals and perennials come in a variety of
foliage colors, sizes and shapes. Plant in clusters of 3 or more similar plants, and mix heights to introduce
some O6randomness6 into the bed. Pl anted in co
from spring through fall. Add a few ornamental grasses and small evergreens, and you can extend garden
interest throughout the year. All it takes is a plan.

We will host the annual Riverton Cleaip this year on Saturday, April 30. Meet at the Grounds Mainte-
nance building (next to the Betty Ann McDonald Community Center) at 9:30 AM, or join in later to lend a
hand. This is a wonderful opportunity to join your friends and neighbors in an activity, which will benefit
everyone in our community.
